
MINUTES OF SIOUX COUNTY BOARD OF SUPERVISORS 

MEETING HELD ON JANUARY 15, 2002 

The Board of Supervisors of Sioux County, Iowa, met pursuant to adjournment at 9:30 

o’clock a.m. with Chairman Loren Bouma presiding.  Members present were Mark Sybesma, 

Loren Bouma, Bernard L. Smith and Stanley L. De Haan.  Vernon Beernink was absent. 

Minutes of January 8, 2002 were read and on motion and vote stand approved as read. 

Committee reports were given this date. 

Mark Schouten, County Attorney, met with the Board this date to review the contents of 

the Resolution Directing the Advertisement for Sale of $6,000,000 General Obligation Bonds.  He 

also reported that the acceptance of Immigration and Naturalization Service of any grant monies 

for the new County Public Safety Complex may affect the tax status of the interest on the general 

obligation bonds.   

 Board Member Mark Sybesma introduced the following Resolution entitled 

"RESOLUTION DIRECTING THE ADVERTISEMENT FOR SALE OF $6,000,000 GENERAL 

OBLIGATION BONDS", and moved its adoption.  Board Member Stanley L. De Haan seconded

 Whereupon, the Chairperson declared the Resolution duly adopted as follows: 
 

RESOLUTION DIRECTING THE ADVERTISEMENT FOR 
SALE OF $6,000,000 GENERAL OBLIGATION BONDS 

 
 WHEREAS, at an election duly called, noticed and held on October 16, 2001, the electors 
of the County of Sioux, in the State of Iowa, authorized the issuance of not to exceed $6,000,000 



General Obligation Bonds of said County for the purpose of providing funds to pay costs of 
acquiring land and building, equipping and furnishing a Public Safety Center thereon, and 
demolishing the existing county jail; and  
 
 WHEREAS, none of said bonds have been issued and it is deemed advisable and 
necessary by this Board that said bonds to the extent of $6,000,000 be now offered for sale for the 
aforesaid purpose.   
 
 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF 
THE COUNTY OF SIOUX, IN THE STATE OF IOWA:  
 
 Section 1.  That General Obligation Bonds of Sioux County, Iowa, in the amount of 
$6,000,000, to be issued as referred to in the preamble of this Resolution, to be dated March 1, 
2002, be offered for sale pursuant to the published advertisement.   
 
 Section 2.  That the County Treasurer be and is hereby authorized and directed to publish 
notice of the sale of said bonds at least once, the last one of which shall be not less than four clear 
days nor more than twenty days before the date of the sale.  Publication shall be made in "The 
Sioux County Capital-Democrat", a legal newspaper, printed wholly in the English language, 
published within the County in which the bonds are to be offered for sale or an adjacent County.  
Sale notice is given pursuant to Chapter 75 of the Code of Iowa and shall state that bids will be 
received and opened by the County Officials at 11:00 o'clock A.M., on the 12th day of February, 
2002, and will be acted upon by the Board of Supervisors at 12:00 o’clock Noon on said date, and 
such notice to be in substantially the following form:

 Time and Place of Sealed Bids:  Sealed bids for the sale of bonds of the County of Sioux, 
State of Iowa, will be received at the office of the County Treasurer in the Sioux County 
Courthouse in the City of Orange City, Iowa (the "Issuer") at 11:00 o'clock A.M., on the 12th day 
of February, 2002.  The bids will then be publicly opened and referred for action to the meeting of 
the Board of Supervisors as stated below. 
 
 Sale and Award:  The sale and award of the bonds will be held at the Board of 
Supervisors' Room, Courthouse at a meeting of the Board of Supervisors on the above date at 
12:00 o'clock Noon. 
 
 The Bonds.  The bonds to be offered are the following: 
 

GENERAL OBLIGATION BONDS, in the principal amount of 
$6,000,000, to be dated March 1, 2002 (the "Bonds").

 Legal Opinion:  Said bonds will be sold subject to the opinion of Ahlers, Cooney, 
Dorweiler, Haynie, Smith & Allbee, P.C., Attorneys of Des Moines, Iowa, as to the legality and 
their opinion will be furnished together with the printed bonds without cost to the purchaser and 
all bids will be so conditioned.  Except to the extent necessary to issue their opinion as to the 
legality of the bonds, the attorneys will not examine or review or express any opinion with respect 
to the accuracy or completeness of documents, materials or statements made or furnished in 
connection with the sale, issuance or marketing of the bonds.
